Coggins: A copy of negative Coggins dated within 12 months of the show date must be mailed with 

entry form 

Equine Vaccinations: Horses accepted for stabling may be required to provide a copy of current 

vaccines dates within 12 months of show date. 

Refunds: Requests in writing (email) before closing date will be honored; less a $25.00 office fee. 

After the closing date, no refund without a signed Vet Health Certificate. A signed Vet Health 

Certificate must be received within 2 days of the show to qualify for a refund, less the $25.00 

office fee.

Reins Of Life High Percentage Series Championship: Same horse/rider combo must compete at 

all four Reins of Life shows, scores from highest test of level ridden from each show will be used 

in average calculation, to be awarded at the conclusion of the show series. Classes without 

levels not included in this calculation, i.e. Musical Freestyle, Equitation in Hand, Suitability.
