Riders must compete in two of the three classes to qualify for Championships. 

High % calculated by average of tests ridden per horse/rider combination in each division.

Reins Of Life High Percentage Series Championship: Same horse/rider combo must compete at 

all four Reins of Life shows, scores from highest test of level ridden from each show will be used 

in average calculation, to be awarded at the conclusion of the show series. Classes without  

levels not included in this calculation, i.e. Musical Freestyle, Equitation in Hand, Suitability. 

Food/Vendors: Light Consessions 

Schooling: Rings are available for schooling Friday after 3:00 PM EST and after the end of the 

show each day. Schooling not permitted in the show arenas on mornings of the show. 

Helmets: an ASTM approved helemt must be worn while on your horse. 

Dogs/Stallions: All dogs must be on a leash at all times. NO stallions are allowed 

Stabling: Permanent box stalls. Price includes first bedding. Additional bedding available for 

additional fee. Stall availabilty extremely limited, based upon COMPLETE entry and will be  

first come / first serve and or/on postmark. Payment of stall fee is not a guarantee of stall. 

Equine Vaccinations: Horses accepted for stabling may be required to provide a copy of current 

vaccines dates within 12 months of show date. 

Camping/Hotels: Overnight parking is $20.00 / NO electrical hookup. If you are in need of a hotel, 

please email show secretary for list of local hotels 

Coggins: A copy of negative Coggins dated within 12 months of the show date must be mailed with 

entry form
